Purple Star Campus Requirements
�ƒDesignate LEA staff member as a military liaison
�ƒDuties Include:

�ƒIdentifying military-connected students enrolled and 
ensure PEIMS “military identifier” is correct;

�ƒServe as POC between the campus and military-
connected students and their families;

�ƒDetermine appropriate campus services available to 
military-connected students; and 

�ƒAssist in coordinating campus programs           
relevant to military-connected students



Purple Star Campus Requirements
�ƒMaintain an easily accessible web page that 
includes resources for military-connected students 
and their families, including info regarding:

�ƒRelocation to, enrollment at registration at, and 
transferring records to the campus;

�ƒAcademic planning, course sequences, and 
advanced classes available at the campus;

�ƒCounseling and other support services
 
�ƒContact Information for campus-based             

liaison and the liaison’s responsibilities

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Purple Star Campus Requirements
�ƒMaintain a transition program(led by students)that assists 

military-connected students in transitioning to the campus

�ƒMust be sponsored by a staff member, but does not have to 
be the campus-based military liaison

�ƒActivities can include:
�ƒTours of the campus

�ƒWalk student schedule

�ƒLunch Buddy

�ƒLocation/practice opening locker



Purple Star Campus Requirements

�ƒActivities can include (continued):
�ƒInvitation to campus events and activities

�ƒIntroduction to key members of the staff (e.g. 
principals, counselors, registrar, librarian, 
attendance clerk, etc.)

Purple Star Campus Requirements

�ƒOffer at least one of the following initiatives:
�ƒA resolution showing support for military-

connected students and their families;

�ƒRecognition of the Month of the Military Child 
(April) or Military Family Appreciation Month 
(November) with relevant events hosted at the 
campus; or

�ƒA partnership with a local military installation     
that provides opportunities for active-duty    
military members to volunteer at the campus, 
speak at an assembly or host a field trip.

Frequently Asked Questions

�ƒDoes the campus-based liaison have to be an employee of the school 
district?Answer = YES

�ƒCan I work with my school district to help create my easily-accessible 
website? Answer = YES, however your campus-based site must list the 
contact information and responsibilities for your campus liaison.

�ƒWhat is the best way to submit collected evidence? Answer: Host 
videos on YouTube, Vimeo, etc. Post other forms of evidence as PDFs. 
Yes, these can be hosted or stored in Google Folder.



Frequently Asked Questions

�ƒHow soon can I expect to know if our application has been approved to 
earn the Purple Star Campus designation? Answer = August 2024

�ƒIf I notice a mistake after I submit my application or I have questions 
before submitting my application, who do I contact? Answer = You can 
send an email to militaryconnectedstudents@tea.texas.gov.

�ƒWhat resources are available to assist with completing my application? 
Answer: Some resources are currently available on our Purple Star 
Campus designation website. Other resources will be added in Spring 
2024.
